SUPPORT PLANNING AND BROKERAGE EVALUATORS
To coincide with the roll-out of self-directed support in East Sussex, we have set up a learning project to test different models of support-planning and brokerage. 

The learning project will run during 2010-11. Service users will have the option of using a provider from an approved list, as well as access to Adult Social Care’s own support-planning and brokerage services.

We want to chat to people using support planning and brokerage services to find out what worked well and whether other things are needed. We would like local people to help us interview the people using these services.
You might want to do interviews:

· by telephone,

· by chatting to a group at a community centre, or other meeting room,

· or by visiting people in their homes or at a local place.

You would need to be able to spend about 15 hours helping us, spread over a few months, at times to suit you. We’re hoping to meet with people interested in being involved in the evaluation in August, and to start the interviews in September.

We are hoping to recruit service users or carers to tell their stories about experiences of using Adult Social Care particularly Personal Budgets, in staff training.
